William W. “Bill” Fleming is a small business owner with deep roots in Virginia.  

The son of a career Army officer, Bill was born in Detroit, Michigan, in 1948. His father’s 
military assignments took the family to many locations around the world, including Germany 
and England before they moved to Alexandria, Virginia.
